Health Office: 651-748-6715

*It is VERY important that
parents/guardians call the
Castle School Attendance
Line at 651-748-6717 every
time your child is absent due
to illness, appointments, or is
going to be late to school.
Please include your child’s
name, the reason for the
absence, and a phone
number where you can be
contacted. The Attendance
line is available 24 hours a
day for your convenience.
*Please remember to update
Emergency Cards if phone
numbers change. Itisimportant
to have accurate information in
an emergency.

*Please notify the Health Office if
your child has an injury that may
need care by the school nurse
such as stitches, broken/sprained
limbs, rashes, etc. Itis VERY
important that the Health Office
is aware and is able to give
appropriate care to your child.
*Did you know? If your child is
late to school (past 10:00 a.m.)
they will be marked absent for %2
a day. Also, if they leave before
2:00 p.m., they will be marked %
day absent.

*If your child is late to school,
they MUST check in at the office
to receive a pass to class so they
are not marked absent.

*If the Health Office leaves a
message for a student absence,
please try to return the call on
the same day.

*Please notify the Health Office if
your child is absent from school
due to chicken pox. Itis required
that we report chicken pox
cases to the MN Dept. of Health.
